But did you know how this 
holiday came to be? 
 
The holiday was originally named St. Valentine’s Day, and it  was established by Pope Gelasius I in the 
year 496 AD to honor a Christian martyr named St. Valentine.  It transitioned from a religious observation 
to one associated with romantic thanks to Geoffrey Chaucer, the English author, during the Middle Ages 
as a celebration of courtly love (for example, the romances between knights and ladies).  St. Valentines 
Day was deleted from the General Roman Calendar by Pope Paul VI in 1969.   
 
Today there are two main symbols for Valentine’s Day, the heart shape and Cupid with his bow and 
arrow.

                                                      Be Seen 
 
It’s easier to be seen when riding in a group and it makes sense that the larger the group the easier it is 
to be seen.  But what if you are a group of one bike?   
 
There are several ways to make yourself more visible.  When riding on a 4-lane highway be sure you can 
see the face of the driver in their side-view mirror if you are in the left lane.  To ensure you aren’t in a 
blind spot, stay in the right track while in the left lane and the left track when in the right lane. 
 
When you are stopped at an intersection keep an eye to the rear.  When a car is approaching, tap the 
brakes, if possible, to flash the brake lights at the on-coming car. 
 
I have a habit of riding in the left track when cruising down a 2-lane road.  To be more visible switch 
tracks from time to time to give the driver behind you a different perspective of you.  By staying in the 
same track the will get used to seeing you in the same position and may start looking beyond you and 
not notice should you decide to slow down or even stop.

The Tech Guy

As I was reading through the February WINGWORLD, I have some comments on Gordon Murphy’s 
piece on Placement of a Satellite Radio Antenna for the Gold Wing. 
 
 As a long time Ham Radio guy, I look at this article in a tech way. I have had an XM system on my Wing 
from day one. I started out with my antenna between the trunk top and liner. This would have been ok as 
long as there is no metallic paint involved. In my installation it was the cargo rack that caused problems 
with signal drop out. So then I moved my antenna to the clutch cover on the handlebar. This position has 
served me very well, even in Canada where the Satellite signal is low on the southern horizon. 
 
 The low signal to the south is what drives the riders in Canada nuts. We have problems here on the 
north side of a mountain, or buildings. As long as you are in the footprint of the satellite you are ok except 
for your body the recommended spot is as far from your body and in the clear. I have seen many 
antennas mounted on the dash top. I just put my XM receiver in my left dash pocket. That way it is out of 
the weather. Now, when one mounts the antenna on the handle bar, what do you do with the extra lead? 
DO NOT COIL IT UP! Just leave it in the bottom of the pocket spaghetti fashion. The reason for this is to 
prevent signal loss by making a radio frequency choke by coiling the excess lead. 
 
I am worried about the installation on Dave Champion’s Wing in WINGWORLD. First of all the satellite 
antenna lead is blowing in the wind and some time in the future it will break! Second the lead looks like 
piece of wire to the CB antenna during transmit. I would recommend if one should go this route to check 
the Reflected Power with an SWR Bridge so as to not harm the CB radio RF output section. If you really 
want to mount the Satellite Antenna on one of the Wing Antennas, Use the FM/AM/WX one. It will not 
interfere as you use only one system at a time. As far as the RAM MOUNT 9 or 10 inches makes no 
difference to a satellite looking down to you from space.  If Gordon were to mount his satellite antenna on 
the rear of the trunk rack it would move it away from his Co-Rider.  
 
 Well, as a Tech Guy View Point, there it is. If you wish to add Satellite Radio to your Wing, give me a 
call.
